Our School Mission states that we aim to encourage student
participation in activities to develop awareness of themselves
and their place within the wider world, and to enable
students to acquire spiritual and moral values and a social
awareness.

Our charity and community involvement programme plays a
major role in achieving this aim.

This year’s programme has provided support for local,
national and international organisations through a diverse
range of activities which have included familiar fund-raising
events and a number of new initiatives.

Royal British Legion
Poppy Appeal

We supported the National Poppy Appeal again this year,
with the sale of poppies in school. Our Remembrance Day
assemblies not only gave students the opportunity to reflect
on the tragic events of the two world wars, but also to
appreciate the human suffering and losses of more recent
conflicts.

Toy Appeal

Students and staff shopped ‘til they dropped in Southampton
on Thursday 26th November. Twenty presents were
purchased for disadvantaged children in the city. Students
wrapped the gifts in school before they were collected by
Southampton Voluntary Services.

Rotary Shoebox Appeal

Students filled 57 shoeboxes with an assortment of
childrens’ treats and essentials, which were collected by
Southampton Rotary Club of Southampton Magna for
distribution by Rotary International to disadvantaged
children in Montenegro, Tanzania and Romania.

Christian Aid

From 11th to the 13th December, people from all over the
United Kingdom sang for Christian Aid, raising over
£100,000 in support of the charity’s work in some of the
World’s most poverty-stricken communities. A number of
our Year 11 students organised an impromptu sing song in
support of “The Big Sing” , raising £43 in just 30 minutes!

Second Chance Animal Rescue Centre

In November, the School hosted a Fashion Show in aid of the
Second Chance Animal Rescue Centre at Mansbridge,
Southampton .

A number of students took part, modelling pre-owned designer
clothing which had been donated by the public. The items on
display were sold at the end of the evening, boosting the funds
raised from ticket sales to an impressive £1400.

The Centre provides homes for
abandoned cats and dogs, and
relies solely on charitable
donations for its upkeep.




Children in Need

Fiercely contested minibus treasure hunts and an after-
noon of “Old Skool Races” combined to make this year's
Children In Need fundraising day a huge success.

Students and staff thoroughly immersed themselves in
the spirit of the occasion, and a fantastic time was had by
all.

The morning, which was part of a national campaign to
encourage older people to overcome their fears about
new technology, saw roles reversed as students in
years 8 and 9 took on the role of teachers, showing the
novice surfers how to search for information on the
world wide web and communicate by email.

Mwandaliwa Orphanage

We supported the Mwandaliwa Orphanage in Tanzania
during the year with two appeals. The first was for pencil
cases and the second for insect repellent, dictionaries
and shoelaces! The orphanage is home to 72 children
who have lost their parents through accidents or
diseases such as AlDs, malaria, cholera and typhoid.

The items were taken to Tanzania and hand-delivered
directly to the children by Mr Harrowven'’s sister.

Sport Relief

Students joined in enthusiastically
with the non-uniform day in aid of
Sport Relief, with many braving the
pouring rain at lunchtime to
complete the “Sport Relief Mile”
around the grounds. The day
raised £530 for Comic Relief which
uses the money raised to help
transform the lives of poor and
vulnerable people, both at home
and in the world’s poorest

countries.

Mission Impossible 2010

Towards the end of the summer term, we held a non-
uniform day in support of Year 11 student Matthew
Fewtrell's trip to the Ukraine, where he joined a number of
other volunteers to help at the “Kompas Park” camp.

The camp, which is situated in a small village about an
hour’s drive from the Ukranian capital Kiev, was formerly a
soviet school, and was converted into a Youth Centre by
an independent Ukrainian charity.

Until Matthew’s team arrived there was very limited medi-
cal care, but fortunately they brought a Russian speaking
GP loaded with medical gear with them.

The money helped to pay for the British team members’
flights and to pay for many children from financially
disadvantaged families to attend the camp.

Although the Ukrainian team raised money, without the
help of the British team, around a third of the children who
went would otherwise not have been able to go.
