St Winifred’s* School After School Care Overview

St. Winifred’s* School After School Care runs from 3:30pm until 6pm daily during term time. It is available to pupils attending the school aged three years or above. The cost of this service is based upon the length of session required.

After School Care Staff organise four different activities for pupils to participate in, these sessions changing each day. Pupils are at the centre of all that is done and are free to make choices about which activities they participate in, as well as providing their own ideas for future sessions. A register is taken as the pupils arrive and the time they leave is recorded, following their collection by the nominated adult. Pupils are not permitted to leave with any adult that is not registered to collect them on the relevant day. 
Tea is held between 4pm and 4:30pm. This consists of a healthy snack and a drink. Examples of foods provided include: sandwiches, fruit buns, cereal, toast, fruit salad and crumpets. Fresh fruit is always available and water, fruit juice or milk is also provided. Pupils are encouraged to make healthy choices in terms of what they eat and drink and develop their independent hygiene through hand washing before taking tea, as well as at other appropriate times during the afternoon.
Weekly planning is compiled and held in the head’s office. Planning is frequently evaluated in order to gauge its effectiveness, this evaluation feeding back into the planning for future sessions.

Activities are intended to be varied and stimulating for the pupils as well as being differentiated according to the wide age range attending. Pupils have a free choice of activities that they wish to participate in, although some activities such as ‘Bingo!’ involve everyone. Art activities such as making large scale models, drawing, ‘Rota-draw’ and painting are always popular and artistic pursuits occur every day. Many games are provided for the pupils, ‘Pick up sticks’, puzzles and card games all being examples. Younger pupils enjoy role play opportunities, playing with costumes and floor mats which create simulating alternative environments. Logic is also developed through playing with bricks, Lego and jigsaw puzzles. 
After School Care has the opportunity to use many of the school’s facilities. The school hall is used for music, drama and whole club activities. When the weather is suitable After School Care have the playground and garden areas to extend their pursuits into.
