	Dinosaurs Non-fiction

Children continue to research dinosaurs, identifying features and writing captions to accompany their labelled drawings.
	Dinosaurs Fiction

Children will read stories about dinosaurs and think about the setting, the story structure, the plot and the characters. They then design their own ‘goodie’ dinosaur character and think about a ‘baddy’ dinosaur.  


	Dinosaurs Fiction

Children recap on a known story about dinosaurs. They use a sequence of four ‘pegs’ (beginning, problem, plan and ending) on which the story hangs and retell the story using these ‘pegs’. They then write their own simple story based on these same ‘pegs’.   

	Dinosaur Poetry

Children play rhyming games and look at patterns and rhymes in poems, using them to structure their own dinosaur poems. The word play continues to develop as the chn role play rhyming dinosaurs.

Children explore living dinosaurs today. Using books and the internet the children build their knowledge and vocabulary of crocodiles to support their poetry writing.
